Paul’s Troubles Help the Lord’s Work

12Brothers and sisters, | want you to know
that those bad things that happened to me
have helped to spread the Good News.” 13t is
clear why | am in prison. | am in prison
because | am a believer in Christ. All the
Roman guards know this, and so do all the
other people. 141 am till in prison, but most of
the believers feel better about it now. And so
they are much braver about telling people the
message” about Christ,.

15Some people preach about Christ because
they are jealous and bitter. Other people
preach about Christ because they want to help.
16These people preach because they have love.
They know that God gave me the work of
defending the Good News." 1/But those other
people preach about Christ because they are
selfish. Their reason for preaching is wrong.
They want to make trouble for mein prison.

18] don't care if they make trouble for me.
The important thing is that they are telling
people about Christ. | want them to tell people
about Christ. They should do it for the right
reasons. But | am happy even if they do it for
false and wrong reasons. | am happy because
they tell people about Christ, and | will
continue to be happy. 19You are praying for
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me, and the Spirit* of Jesus Christ helps me.
So | know that this trouble will bring my
freedom. 20The thing | want and hope for is
that | will not fail Christ in anything. | hope
that | will have the courage now, like always,
to show the greatness of Christ in my life here
on earth. | want to do that if | die or if | live.
21| mean that to me the only important thing
about living is Christ. And even death would
be profit for me.* 22If | continue living in the
body, then | will be able to work for the Lord.
But what would | choose—living or dying? |
don't know. 23|t is hard to choose between
living or dying. | want to leave this life and be
with Christ. That is much better. 24But you
people need me here in my body. 251 know that
you need me. And so | know that | will stay
with you. I will help you grow and have joy in
your faith. 26You will be very happy in Christ
Jesus when | am with you again.

27Be sure that you live in away that fits the
Good News" of Chrigt. Then if | come and visit
you or if | am away from you, | will hear good
things about you. | will hear that you continue
strong with the same purpose and work together
like a team for the faith (truth) that comes from
the Good News. 28And you will not be afraid of
those people who are againgt you. All of these
things are proof from God that you are being
saved and that your enemies will be lost. 22God
gave you the honor of believing in Christ. But
that is not al. God aso gave you the honor of
suffering for Christ. Both these things bring
glory to Christ. 30When | was with you, you
saw the struggles | had \with people who were
againgt our work . And now you hear about the
struggles | am having. You yourselves are
having the same kind of struggles.

And
he gives you the power to do these things.

14Do everything without complaining or
arguing. 15Then you will be innocent and
without anything wrong in you. You will be
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God's children without fault. But you are
living with evil people all around you who
have become very bad. Among those people
you shine like lights in the dark world. 16Y ou
offer those people the teaching that gives life.
So | can be happy when Christ comes again. |
can be happy because my work was not
wasted. | ranin the race and won.

17Y our faith makes you give your lives asa
sacrifice” in serving God. Maybe | will have to
offer my own blood (death) with your
sacrifice. But if that happens, | will be happy
and full of joy with all of you. 18You also
should be happy and full of joy with me.

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Christ Is More Important Than Anything

And now, my brothers and sisters, be

happy in the Lord. It is no trouble for me
to write the same things to you again, and it
will help you to be more ready. 2Be careful of
those people who do evil. They are like dogs.
They demand to cut* the body. 3But we are the
people who are truly circumcised.” We
worship (serve) God through his Spirit.” We
are proud to be in Christ Jesus. And we don't
trust in ourselves or anything we can do. 4Even
if | am able to trust in mysalf, still | don’t trust
in myself. If any other person thinks that he
has a reason to trust in himself, then he should
know that | have a greater reason for trusting
in myself. 5 was circumcised eight days after
my birth. I am from the people of Israel* and
the family group of Benjamin. | am a Hebrew
(Jew), and my parents were Hebrews. The law
\of Moses; was very important to me. That is
why | became a Pharisee.” 6l was so excited
;about my Jewish religion; that | persecuted”
the church (the believers). No person could find
fault with the way | always obeyed the law | of
Moses,. 7At one time all these things were
important to me. But | decided that those
things are worth nothing because of Christ.
8Not only those things, but now | think that all
things are worth nothing compared with the
greatness of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord.
Because of Christ, | lost al those things ||
thought were important,. And now | know that
al those things are worthless trash. This allows
me to have Christ. 9It allows me to be in
Chrigt. In Christ | am right with God, and this
being right does not come from my following
the law. It comes from God through faith. God
uses my faith in Christ to make me right with

circumcised To have the foreskin cut off. This was a mark of the
agreement God made with Abraham (Gen. 17:9-14). Paul uses
the idea here in a spiritual sense of Christians who share in the
new agreement God gave his people through Jesus.

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him. 10All | want is to know Christ and the
power of his rising from death. | want to share
in Christ's sufferings and become like him in
his death. 11If | have those things, then | have
hope that | myself will be raised from death.

Trying to Reach the Goal

12| don’'t mean that | am already exactly
like God wants me to be. | have not yet
reached that goal. But | continue trying to
reach that goal and to make it mine. Christ
wants me to do that. That is the reason Christ
made me his. 13Brothers and sisters, | know
that | have not yet reached that goal. But
there is one thing | always do: | forget the
things that are past. | try as hard as | can to
reach the goal that is before me. 14| keep
trying to reach the goal and get the prize.
That prize is mine because God called me
through Christ to the life above.

15Al1 of us who have grown spiritually to be
mature (perfect) should think this way too. And
if there Is any of these things you don’t agree
with, God will make it clear to you. 16But we
should continue following the truth, we
dready have.

17Brothers and sisters, al of you should try
to live like me. And copy those people who
live the way we showed you. 18Many people
live like enemies of the cross of Christ. | have
often told you about these people. And it
makes me cry to tell you about them now.
19The way these people live is leading them to
destruction. They don’t serve God. Those
people live only to please themselves. They do
shameful things, and they are proud of those
things. They think only about earthly things.
20But our homeland is in heaven. We are
waiting for our Savior to come from heaven.
Our Savior is the Lord Jesus Christ. 21He will
change our humble bodies and make them like
his own glorious body. Christ can do this by
his power. With that power Christ is able to
ruleall things.
